South Coast Model Aero sport Club Field Rules
This is private property and a working farm, leave everything as you find it, speed is to be limited to no more than 20km and keep to existing tracks.

The property is completely out of bounds on fire ban days affecting the Mount Lofty fire region.
Cigarettes are to be extinguished safely and totally removed from the property. Smoking is not allowed inside the fenced compound.

When approaching the flying area it is the responsibility of the driver to check for approaching aircraft before crossing the end of the runway.

Parking, this is only to be done north of the electric fixed fence between the signs affixed to the fence.
A no fly zone is to be observed in the area that exists between the NE fixed post and the NW post at the pits side of the eastern runway taken to the ETSA power pole immediately to the north of the creek this is a triangular area to protect parked cars.
If ground maintenance is in progress the maintenance has priority and all members should assist when required which will speed the process.

Visitors from other clubs who are flying with us are to be signed in the visitor’s book which is kept in the club box.

Dogs are allowed but must be under control at all times and on lead, also keeping in mind this is a cattle property.

Frequency control will be controlled by the frequency board if any member is using 36mhz.

The electric fence surrounding the active runway should be lowered prior to flying

The direction of flight arrow will be attached to the pilot’s fence for the most appropriate runway for the given wind direction and the wind sock erected on its pole. This will then be deemed the active runway unless a significant wind change takes place, if this happens the direction arrow will be changed and all members present will be made aware.
Under no circumstances are models to be landed on the non active runway as people may be recovering models on the far end of the non active runway.
If a model has an emergency after the appropriate warnings to other pilots the model should be landed on the active runway. If this is not possible it should be landed in the outfield.

Engine starting is only to be carried out on approved starting tables. Larger models are allowed to be started in the approved large model starting restraints and then taxied onto the field at the closest entry point. Electric models are to be armed on the electric model arming table prior to entering the runway.
Taxying is not allowed within the pits area the model must be carried out to openings either side of the pilot’s fence then if possible taxied out to take off position.
All intentions must be called in a loud and clear voice before models enter the airfield with appropriate acknowledgement from other pilots.

Discuss launched gliders, quad copters and helicopters will be flown from the end of the non active runway furthest from the active runway.

Hand launching powered models shall only be carried out from the upwind end of the pilot’s flight line on the active runway.

Spectators on the pilot’s flight line are to be kept to a realistic minimum on any given day so as not to disturb the concentration of pilots.
Aircraft have priority in the following order:

Dead stick, Landing, Taking off, and Low pass.

Do not linger on the active or non active runway and clearly state your intentions if you plan to enter it for whatever reason. 

Above all enjoy and think safety. Last person to leave re erects and test electric fence checking the gates on departure.
